Re: Consultation on the change of the school day at RVHS 2023 Headteacher

The governments white paper ‘Opportunity for all: strong schools with great teachers for your child’
recommends an expectation that from September 2023 all schools should deliver a minimum of 32.5
school hours per week.

The 32.5-hour expectation is calculated from the official start of the day (i.e., morning registration)
to the official end of the compulsory school day (i.e., official home time) and includes breaks and
lunch times, as well as teaching time and any extra-curricular activities that all pupils are expected to
attend. It does not include any optional before or after school provision.

The current school week at RVHS falls short of this expectation at 31.25 hours per week. This is
currently spread evenly over the 5-day week with the school open for 6 Hours 15 minutes per day
starting at 8:35am and finishing at 2:50pm.

In order for us to be compliant, we have considered various options before proposing that from
September 2023 the school day will start 5 minutes earlier at 8:30am and finish 10 minutes later at
3:00pm. This will extend the length of the school day by 15 minutes to 6.5 hours (6 hours 30 minutes)
per day, totalling 32.5 hours per week.

The structure of the school day will largely remain the same with 5 periods of 60-minute lessons,
however timings may vary and tutor time is to be extended by 10 minutes to allow additional reading,
literacy and personal development activities and break time will be increased by 5 minutes. Bus
companies will be notified of changes and pick up and drop of times amended accordingly.

Current structure of day 8:35am-2:50pm, 5x 1-hour lessons, Tutor time 25 minutes, break 15 mins,
lunch 35 minutes.
